EU standards in risk assessment of imported animals and plants are introduced by BOMCA experts

BOMCA Technical Assistance Mission consisting of Ms. Kristina Romanova and Ms. Sandra Smulko, officials of the, Food and Veterinary Service of the Republic of Latvia, is visiting Tashkent on September 05-07, 2016 to meet key national partners from phytosanitary, veterinary, quarantine and sanitary-epidemiological agencies and jointly assess existing national practices of risk analysis and management and control of imported animals, plants and food. 
Taking into the account that effective risk management in customs and sanitary  and phytosanitary areas is one of the most important preconditions for the trade facilitation, the activity aims to provide the technical assistance in the area of the development and improvement of the risk management systems in CA countries. 
During the meetings and discussions with national counterparts, the expert team will analyse existing standards and national practices of risk analysis and management, discuss the measures for its possible advancement, as well as introduce the EU models and existing practices. Based on the Mission’s findings, the package of recommendations on the further development of risk analysis of imported animals, food and plants as well as working procedures for risk assessment will be provided.
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018). The overall objective of the current phase of the Programme, which is to increase effectiveness and efficiency of border management in Central Asia, will be reached by introducing advanced elements of the Integrated Border Management (IBM), assisting governments in developing and reforming their migration governance, mobility and trade facilitation policies and strengthening capacities of Border and Migration Agencies.
