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Single Window: Creating the Environment for Collaboration in Cross Border Trade

Bishkek, 13 September 2017
EU is continuing to offer significant support to trade facilitation activities in Central Asia. Thus, a regional workshop on “single window” approach in customs control starts in Bishkek on October 10, 2017 within the framework of Border Management Programme in Central Asia (BOMCA). 
This workshop will introduce international developments and standards in designing architectures for a Single Window Environment. Experts will present recommendations and experiences for the development of Single Window and open standards for data harmonization existing in Europe. The workshop will also introduce structured approaches for better planning Single Window Architectures and provide an opportunity to discuss the relevance of the topics for the future development of Single Window in Central Asian countries. 

A Single Window Environment is a cross border, ‘intelligent’, facility that allows parties involved in trade and transport to lodge standardized information, mainly electronic, with a single entry point to fulfill all import, export and transit related regulatory requirements.
The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40, 8 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2018, out of which almost EUR 5 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
