EU BOMCA technical assistance mission takes place in Dushanbe
BOMCA invited expert comes to Dushanbe to provide technical assistance and recommendations on how to strengthen the risk analysis system and modern tools and approaches to green border monitoring. For this, EU expert meets key national partners from the Border Troops of the State Committee on National Security of the Republic of Tajikistan. This BOMCA activity aims to support the Border Troops in its efforts to improve the efficiency of green border surveillance and risk analysis development.   
During the meeting the expert will present the EU practices in risk analysis and investigation of illegal “green border” crossing and together with national partners review and compare the existing national legislation related to green border monitoring with the EU legislation. Special focus of the meeting will be on legal framework of green border surveillance, technical means, planning of services and appropriate resources, search of violators. 
Based on the meeting’s findings and joint discussions, the EU expert will develop and provide recommendations on improvement of the efficiency of existing procedures and monitoring mechanisms in Tajikistan as well as the green border surveillance tactics.
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
