On April 11-12, Bishkek will host a visit of EU expert team, coming with the purpose to assess the strategic development of Integrated Border Management (IBM) in the Kyrgyz Republic. N. Garbars, Chief of Latvian State Border Guard and Coordinator of BOMCA 9 together with Ingrida Gulbe Otanke, Chief of Latvian Customs Service, will conduct a dialogue on border management strategies and its development. The mission is organized within the framework of Border Management in Central Asia Programme, funded by the European Union.

During their visit, the experts will have a series of bilateral meetings with management of Border and Customs Services and Security Council of the Kyrgyz Republic and conduct a two-day workshop on opportunities of implementation of IBM in the Kyrgyz Republic for representatives of all the agencies involved in border security protection. 
The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments and Agencies in the field of border management. The European Union has allocated a sum of EUR 40.1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2019, out of which more than EUR 6.6 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2019).
