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BOMCA and its national partners monitor project results and define plans for the future
Bishkek, 25 May 2018
A new round of national Steering Group meetings was held in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan, within the framework of the EU-funded Border Management in Central Asia Programme (BOMCA).  Key partners from the beneficiary agencies, as well as EU representatives participated in these meetings and reconfirmed their commitment towards the implementation of the project and achievement of project goals. Together with the BOMCA management team, participants defined the directions for the upcoming activities in 2018 and 2019.

The meetings reinforced, once more, that the project is on the right track towards achieving the set objectives, by looking at the progress and lessons learned during the past years of implementation. The beneficiaries, in their turn, provided feedback on BOMCA activities implemented so far and provided a follow-up on the BOMCA recommendations developed and shared.  Partners were given the possibility to share their opinions and ideas that came out of the participation in the BOMCA activities so far as well as provide their recommendations for the successful implementation of activities planned for the extension period.

To date, 247 activities were implemented within the framework of BOMCA 9 Programme in all Central Asia countries, with the participation of over 2 319 officials of Central Asian border, customs, and veterinary/phytosanitary agencies.

The National Steering Group Meetings continue to serve a basis for monitoring progress towards project goals and a reference point for facilitating co-operation and partnerships with the beneficiaries during the implementation phase.

The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments and Agencies in the field of border management. The European Union has allocated a sum of EUR 40.1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2019, out of which more than EUR 6.6 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2019).
