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Findings of migration analysis are presented 

to the governmental bodies of the Kyrgyz Republic 
Bishkek, 12 September 2018

On September 12, 2018 a presentation of the analysis of the Kyrgyz Republic’s migration related legislation to the governmental bodies ( Ministry of Foreign Affairs,  State Migration Service, State Border Service) will be held. Analysis was launched in April 2018 by EU-funded Border Management in Central Asia Programme (BOMCA) upon the request of the State Migration Service of the Kyrgyz Republic.  1 European and 1 local expert reviewed the current Kyrgyz legislation (legal acts), identified contradictions and defined the norms which have not been implemented in the Kyrgyz government decisions. 
Within the assessment a desk review of the current legal and regulatory acts was performed to identify any conflicts, contradictions or norms that have not been implemented in the Government decisions in the sphere of migration management and illegal migration tackling. Also a series of expert interviews was conducted with the staff of the State Migration Service under the Government of the KR, Kyrgyz Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Kyrgyz Ministry of Internal Affairs, Kyrgyz State Committee for National Security, Kyrgyz State Border Service and Kyrgyz State Registration Service under the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic regarding any challenges faced within the Kyrgyz laws implementation in the area of migration management and illegal migration tackling. Based on the findings, recommendations were developed for the Kyrgyz Government and the relevant authorities aiming at improving legal and regulatory framework in the sphere of migration management and illegal migration tackling.

The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40, 1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2019, out of which EUR 6, 6 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2019).
