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9th phase of BOMCA is extended for 4, 5-months period 

The current 9th phase of the EU-funded Border Management in Central Asia Programme (BOMCA) will be extended until April 30, 2020 - this decision was made by the European Commission.

This no-cost extension will provide time for the follow-up on the achievements through the current programme phase implementation.  Jointly with the national counterparts, the project team will analyse the utilisation of the recommendations, guidelines and draft documents elaborated by the European experts.  By the end of April 2020, the programme will strengthen the results through implementation of the activities in the following areas: strategic planning at border security institutions in Central Asia, enhancing risk analysis capabilities, providing EU experiences in border delimitation and demarcation, support in development of institutional strategies. 
In the extension period, particular attention will be paid to smooth closing of BOMCA-9 and transition to the next, 10th phase of the Programme, which is expected to be launched in spring 2020. 

The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated EUR 40,1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2020; out of this amount EUR 6, 6 million was assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2020).
